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RESUMO

A educacdo para cidadania trata a populacdo como um agente histérico-social produtor de
cultura e entende o meio natural e social como realidades inter-relacionadas. Assim, 0s
diversos agentes e as formas de organizacgéo social sdo fundamentais para o desenvolvimento
de uma sustentabilidade sécio-ambiental. A Educacdo Patrimonial e a Cultura Oceanica sao
metodologias que promovem a educacdo para cidadania. Este projeto visa promove-las a
partir da producéo e registro do conhecimento dos bens naturais e culturais do municipio de
Niteroi e utilizad-los como recursos educacionais, contribuindo para a melhoria da qualidade
de ensino, inovagdo do curriculo e popularizacdo da informacdo para comunidade, em um
movimento de promocao da auto-estima que encerra 0 engajamento com a preservacdo do
patriménio natural-cultural e cidadania. Niterdi apresenta uma vasta regido costeira, cultura
pesqueira, ambientes marinhos, arquitetura rica em obras do modernismo brasileiro, museus,
bibliotecas e sambaquis. Nesse projeto, pesquisadores da Universidade Federal Fluminense
(UFF) e alunos e professores de escolas da rede publica de Niterdi serdo convidados a
visitarem esses patriménios naturais e culturais, registrando suas impressdes, coletando
historias, imagens e especimes. Dentro da escola o projeto se propde a equipar laboratdrios de
ciéncias para exploracdo do material coletado, sua organizacdo e popularizacdo para
comunidade. Assim, essa integracdo da UFF com escolas da rede publica pretende uma
alfabetizacdo cientifica, o desenvolvimento de uma consciéncia ambiental e social com
atitudes de preservacdo do patriménio natural e cultural, promoc¢éo da auto-estima e cidadania
para a “Niterdi que queremos”.

HERITAGE EDUCATION, OCEAN LITERACY AND CITIZENSHIP: USING
NATURAL AND CULTURAL ASSETS AS EDUCATIONAL RESOURCES IN
BUILDING THE “NITEROI WE WANT”

ABSTRACT

Citizenship education treats the population as a historical-social agent that produces culture
and understands the natural and social environment as interrelated realities. Thus, the different
agents and forms of social organization are fundamental for the development of a socio-
environmental sustainability. Heritage Education and Ocean Litaracy are methodologies that
promote education for citizenship. This project aims to promote them through the production
and recording of knowledge of the natural and cultural assets of the municipality of Niterdi
and use them as educational resources, contributing to the improvement of teaching quality,




curriculum innovation and popularization of information for the community, in a movement
to promote self-esteem that encompasses engagement with the preservation of natural-cultural
heritage and citizenship. Niter6i has a vast coastal region, fishing culture, marine
environments and a rich architectural ensemble of Brazilian modernism, which encompass
museums, libraries and middens. In this project, researchers from the Universidade Federal
Fluminense (UFF) and students and teachers from estate schools in Niterdi will be invited to
visit these natural and cultural heritage sites, recording their impressions, collecting stories,
images and specimens. Within the school, the project aims to equip science laboratories to
explore the collected material, organize it and popularize it within the community. Thus, this
integration of UFF with estate schools aims to promote scientific literacy, the development of
environmental and social awareness with attitudes towards preserving natural and cultural
heritage, promoting self-esteem and citizenship for the “Niter6éi we want”.
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
